NEW REQUIREMENTS FOR PUBLIC VISITORS TO CITY FACILITIES

New requirements are in place for public visitors to City of Pomona facilities. Effective
June 24, 2021, visitors who are vaccinated have the option to not wear a mask. Those
who are not vaccinated will be required to wear a mask. Visitors will self-attest that they
are in compliance with these requirements. If screening staff is available, a verbal
confirmation is sufficient. If there is no screening staff, or it is otherwise not practical to
screen, then it will be based on the honor system. Signage will be posted at each public
entrance and will also be available on the City’s website.
