INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY

MATURITY IN CYBERSECURITY

Cybersecurity continues to be IT’s primary focus. To ensure the City of Pomona’s IT
infrastructure is protected, routine maintenance and patching of network equipment
and appliances are required. In the last two weeks, IT upgraded 7 firewalls and 41 access
points to use the most recent and mature firmware. Additionally, IT patched twelve
virtual host appliances that manages virtual machines.

THE CASE FOR SPACE

This week, IT installed a state of the art Network-attached Storage (NAS) device that
provides 1.8 petabytes of space. The new NAS has inline compression and deduplication
capabilities that will keep storage as low as possible. With the recent upgrade to High
Definition cameras and expansion of body-worn cameras for more users, the larger
capacity will meet growing demand for more storage.

WASTEWATER OPERATIONS STAFF ATTEND LOCAL MUTUAL AID SPILL
RESPONSE TRAINING

On Wednesday, May 10, 2023, the City of Pomona’s Wastewater Division participated in
the second annual Mutual Aid Partners Sewer Spill Response Training. There were
sewer collection teams from the City of Chino, Fontana, Ontario, Cucamonga Valley
Water District, and the Jurupa Community Services District.

City of Pomona’s Wastewater Operations staff participated in an all-day training sewer
spill-training event. The training consisted of multiple sanitary sewer overflow
simulations and sewer bypass support. Members from the different crews and agencies
worked as one team to manage each simulation with equipment from the various teams.
This training allowed the City of Pomona and Mutual Aid Partners to work together and
practice emergency response effectiveness, collaboration, and education.
